Regional Economic Development Update
Discussion and vote on the purchase of two Village of Leland Park signs.  The Lions Club donated $3487.50 towards the cost of the signs.  Approved on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ron Leber.

Discussion and vote on appraisal for Weider’s property.  
· John Kusek spoke with the family about the property in question.
· A motion was approved by Chris Bickel and seconded by Ron Leber to have an option agreement drafted for offer of purchase of roughly 15 acres of land from the Weider family for the purpose of constructing a water works/sewer plant at some time in the future, limited to:
· $500 option fee;
· One year term option with a one-year extension to purchase the land plus a one-year extension;
· Landlocked area; offer must include a 14-foot-wide gravel access easement and approval to install any unground pipe as needed;
