The meeting was called to order after attendance was taken at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Public Comment-Visitors & Appearance – Jennifer Goldman brought her concerns about Adams Township Assessor Joe Stralka and how he performed his job on her property causing her distress.
Swearing in of Auxiliary Police Officer Miguel Ocon by Taunya Eckman and Officer Flowers.
Approval of Minutes: September 2, 2025 Regular Meeting on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ron Leber.
Approval of Invoices on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ryan Finley – Roll Call: all aye.
Approval of Treasurer’s Report on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ron Leber – Roll Call: all aye.
Vote: Ordinance amending the Village of Leland Municipal Code, Title 7, Chapter 2, to establish an exception to parallel parking for Leland United Methodist Church, and Bethany Lutheran Church passed on a motion by Brian Niles and seconded by Ron Leber.
Vote: Ordinance amending the Village of Leland Municipal Code Title 7, by adding Chapter 6 to establish administrative fees and procedures for the impoundment of vehicles(7-6-(1-9)) passed on a motion by Ron Leber and seconded by Brian Niles.
Discussion: Pet Ordinance Chapter 2 edits will also include boarding or kenneling animals as a business is not permitted and pet owners may not tether their pets for longer than 12 hours.  Vote on all changes in November.
Discussion: Heavyweight Vehicle Parking (11-5A-6) – Public Hearing scheduled for October 21 and only change for consideration is an increase in vehicle weight up to 16,000 lbs.  Vote will be held after Zoning and Planning board drafts their final recommendation after the Public Hearing and submits to the Village Board.
Discussion: Non-highway vehicle license (7-5-5) (annual vehicle sticker program).  The board agreed to proposed changes to include $50 initial fee, up from $30, and annual fee increase to $20, up from $10.  Vote on these changes in November for the 2026 calendar year.

· Newkirk Audit has been completed and a review with the Board is scheduled  for 12/3.
· 2026 Stakeholder’s Meeting, tentatively scheduled for 1/22/26, will focus on the America250 celebration.
Police Report – prepared report distributed but not covered due to Chief Bragg’s absence.
Village Attorney’s Report
· Follow-Up on Ordinance Violations and Fines: 265 North Liberty Street and 305 South Essex Street – move to November.
· Follow-up on Surf Internet Contract Agreement – Surf agreed to taking out an extra insurance policy to cover potential unforeseen installation expenses and the Village is waiting on a sign-off from Surf to a letter drafted by the Leland Community School addressing equipment that will be installed on their property.
Village Manager’s Report
· Update on roadwork – completed work as planned.
· Review and possible vote:  LaSalle County 2026 Countywide Seal Coat, Seal & Skip Patch Program.  The Village will submit a recommendation for an intergovernmental agreement covering 4 streets for either Cape Sealing or Skip Patching approved on a motion by Ryan Finley and seconded by Ron Leber.
