1. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
2. Public Comment-Visitors & Appearance - none
3. Approval of Minutes: October 7, 2025 Regular Meeting on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ron Leber.
4. Approval of Invoices on a motion by Ron Leber and seconded by Brian Niles.  Roll call: all yes.
5. Approval of Treasurer’s Report on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Brian Niles.  Roll call:  all yes.
6. Vote: Ordinance Amending the Village of Leland Municipal Code, Title 6, Chapter 2, to Establish Pet Rules for Tethering, Kennels and Dog Licenses passed on a motion by Ron Leber and seconded by Jennifer Williams.
7. Vote: Ordinance Amending the Village of Leland Municipal Code Title 7, Chapter 5-5 to Amend Administrative Fees and Inspection of Non-Highway Vehicles passed on a motion by Jennifer Williams and seconded by Ron Leber.
8. Vote: File 2025 Tax Levy Ordinance to approved the proposed 4.6% on a motion by Ron Leber and seconded by Jennifer Williams.  Vote to approve finalized Tax Levy next month. 
9. Vote: Establishing Yearly Hours for Trick-or-Treating on October 31st from 4 p.m. – 8 p.m. on a motion by Ryan Finley and seconded by Brian Niles.  Carolann to draft a policy to place on file.
10. Discussion and Vote: Ordinance amending the Village of Leland Municipal Code Title 1, Chapter 6-5 Amending the Regular Meeting Day and Time moving the meeting day and time to the second Tuesday of each month at 6:00 p.m. effective January 1, 2026, on a motion by Ryan Finley and seconded by Brian Niles.
11. Discussion and Vote: Heavyweight Vehicle Parking (11-5A-6).  The Zoning and Planning Board proposed a weight increase to 16,000 lbs. only which would be difficult to administer.  Additional options were presented to the board and the board voted to approve up to 16,000 lbs. as denoted by a Class F-Plate effective January 1, 2026 on a motion by Ron Leber and second by Brian Niles.  Roll call: all yes.  In December the board will vote to revise Ordinance 7-2-6: Parking Heavy Vehicles to match language to 11-5A-6.
12. Discussion: New Water Billing Software is needed due to continuous issues with current software.  Board was in favor of the change.

14. Police Report – The Chief reported a large turnout for Halloween this year.  Also working with Susie to create a flyer to post information about the sale of the 2008 Crown Vic using a sealed bid method with a reserve/minimum bid of $4000.
15. Village Attorney’s Report
i. Follow-Up on Ordinance Violations and Fines: 265 North Liberty Street and 305 South Essex Street – Carolann will work on setting up a court date to pursue payment on these overdue fines.
16. Village Manager’s Report – road work has been completed and now in preparations for winter.
